• Key Frameworks Covered:
– IUCN Standard: 8 criteria, globally established through collaboration with 800+ experts
– European Commission Indicator Handbook: Built on EKLIPSE, offering project-level indicator guidance across 12 societal challenges and 3 indicator types (Structural, Process, Outcome)
– EKLIPSE Framework: Urban-focused, addresses 10 key challenges and provides indicator guidance tailored to geographic and temporal scales; emphasizes baseline setting and comparative evaluation
